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NOTE FROM DON 
This past week I heard that one of our local child care 
facilities caught on fire and was being evacuated to 
St. Anne’s Catholic Church.  The facility was on 11th 
street here in Beaumont.  I knew one of our members 
works in a child care facility on 11th street,  so I 
immediately made a few calls.  But after not being 
able to get through to anyone, I decided to go over 
and see if she was involved.  (I would later learn that 
she worked at a different facility.)  I decided to go to 
St. Anne’s, where they told the parents to wait for 
their children.  There were about 30 parents, many of 
them either crying or had been crying.  A good 
number of them were on cell phones talking to 
somebody trying to keep busy as their children had 
not yet arrived.  They finally told all the parents to go 
into the cafeteria and wait for the children.  Since my 
child was not in the fire, I waited outside.  About 10 
minutes later, a city bus rolled up filled with 3 and 4 
year olds.  They asked me if I could help carry a 
couple of young children into the cafeteria.  I had one 
little white boy in my right arm and a young black 
boy in my left arm.  When I walked in I put the young 
white boy down at a table and he began to color with 
a bunch of other children.  However, the other young 
boy held out his arms and looked all the way across 
the room to a tall thin woman who held her arms out 
and was walking with tears flowing out of her eyes to 
this young boy.  By the time she got to him, her tears 
were so thick that I don’ t know how she saw him and 
I handed him to her. She just locked her arms around 
him and cried.  There were scenes like that all over 
that cafeteria.  I truly believe that is how our 
Heavenly Father feels about us after we return to 
Him.  Not just the first time when we come to that 
saving knowledge of Jesus Christ.  But every time we 
are put back in His arms after we have been in danger 
of straying away from the knowledge of His love.  
We may be 16 or 60, but the temptation to live life on 
our own is always there, even till our last breath.  
And I believe that God feels much like that mother 
whose child was at risk, but now is safe in her arms.  
Their love just overflows!  We don’ t know what 
tomorrow may bring.  It may be sunshine or rain.  We 
may be safe or there may be a fire.  But we do know 
this though, nothing can separate us from the love of 
God!  Not even when we make wrong decisions or go 
the wrong way.  I went to a disaster where I did not 
know anyone and God showed me His love.  He just 
can’ t help it.  See ya Sunday.
